CYCLICAL FLUCTUATION IN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DURING USSR:
SEARCH FOR CAUSES

Topicality of examining macroeconomic development during USSR by means of cyclical approach is grounded.
Importance of this approach for examining economic processes is presented. Challenges of using long cycles for
researching the economic processes during USSR are offered. Observed result — during USSR macroeconomic dynamics
can only be described by short cycles. Investigation about theoretical concepts and causes of fluctuations in growth rate
during USSR allowed dividing them into two groups. First group defined the cause of cyclical growth rate fluctuations
in soviet economy as a shift in the correlation between consumption and savings. Second one is cause of periodical
increase in intersectoral imbalance. Correlation between the theory and dynamics of macroeconomic indexes lead to
the conclusion — examined concepts do not give a clear answer for the problems in economic growth and explanation
of cyclical fluctuations in soviet economy. In addition, scientists from soviet countries were giving recipes to form
economic mechanism which could allow overcoming the tendency of attenuation in rate of economic growth. These
recipes were not taken into the account by governance. It is validated that the developed system of centralized panning
in USSR overall was able to provide with limitations in growth of bottleneck. Practical result — system collapsed.

The paper specifies a relevance and fundamental nature of the research conducted by the Institute for Economic
Problems of Kola Science Centre of RAS which were supported with the projects funded by RFBR, RFHR, Russian
Ministry of Science and Education, and the President of Russian Federation. We provide a detailed description of two
complex interdisciplinary studies. One of the studies, “Scenarios of Social and Economic Development of the Northern
Regions of the Russian Federation”, was supported by the President of Russian Federation. The other project, “Forming
strategic priorities of Russian Arctic Development” was supported by the Ministry of Science and Education. For the
first project we describe its organizational system including different statuses of young researcher form student to
professor. We also provide some arguments concerning the efficiency of such kind of structure for involving students
into the science and their further growth as project participants. It is also provided some results that have an essential
achievement and public acceptance made in the project framework. For the second project (“Forming strategic priorities
of Russian Arctic Development”) we formulate the main contradiction of development, administration, and positioning
Russian Arctic. We provide some possibilities of using the project results in unique and working in reality system of
integration of the Institute with universities, schools, and refresher training courses taking place in Murmansk Region.
We conclude that the supported projects promotes to obtain new results and young scientists education in the field of
economics of Northern territories.
