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This article is a continuation of research on improving the efficiency of payment systems professional athletes
in modern Russia [4, P. 25-47, 83-106]. On the basis of a competence model of wage professional athletes algorithm
payroll depending on the level of competences of the athlete, his athletic performance and the achievement of the
development of sports organizations. This enhances the incentive function of wages. While the fixed part of salary is
dependent on the subsistence minimum, which helps to enhance its reproductive function. efficient payment systems
of their professional work. The proposed remuneration system will improve the efficiency of salaries of professional
athletes by increasing its reproductive and simulating functions.
