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The article examines the problems of modeling the main indicators of the sustainability of the industrial sector. On
the basis of the manufacturing industries studied industrial sector of the economy of the region.

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An approach to determining the effectiveness of government agencies regulating natural monopolies is shown in this article.
The activities of the Federal Antimonopoly Serviceof Russia and the Federal Tariff Service of Russia, as well as their territorial
agencies, should be effective in terms of use of budgetary funds, and from the point of view, to meet the needs of consumers of
goods and services of natural monopolies.In the classical representation, an efficiency is considering as the ratio of benefits to
cost. This approach is inadequate for public agencies.It is important to take into account both social (customer satisfaction) and
budget (use of budgetary funds) parts and also the efficiency of the system of public authorities, when evaluating an authority of
government agencies, regulating natural monopolies. In addition, it is important to reflect the extent to which the effectiveness of
antitrust authorities set goals and objectives. The proposed model takes into account these features.

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There is the analysis of existing definitions of natural monopoly, on the basis of which the gaps between the statutory
definition of a natural monopoly and natural monopoly as an economic entity in the economy. Currently, natural monopoly
in various sources is defined as a market situation, the industry, the kind of absolute monopoly, the state of the commodity
market. The ability to save on production scale is the only thing that unites all definitions. However, no one single definition
absolute doesn’t need to necessarily affect state regulation of those entities, and doesn’t define the boundaries of this regulation.
Elimination of institutional gaps in approaches to the identification of a natural monopoly is necessary for selection of methods
for the reform and regulation of these economic phenomena. In addition, the formal definition of a natural monopoly doesn’t
contain provisions for the introduction of competition in natural monopoly markets.
