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many external and internal factors. The most important external factors, affecting the quality of the state education as a key
driver of economic growth and development of the country and its competitiveness in the world space, are globalization and
regional integration of the education market. These factors determine the innovative development of the national systems of
the higher education on a global level that is in the international market of educational services in the higher education system.
